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A.  Welcome 
 Derek Grossmark, Vice-President of the Federation, opened the meeting at 1100 hours 

welcoming 112 delegates, from 71 subscriber organisations, before handing over to FBHVC 
Chairman, Andrew Burt.

EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING 
 

Andrew Burt read the formal notice of the meeting proposing the adoption of new articles of association 
before reminding those present of the consultation process that had been undertaken to arrive at the 
text under consideration.  He explained that the meeting could make only two decisions - to accept the 
new articles or to reject them: if there was a feeling that they should be amended, the proper course 
was to reject them.  He invited anyone who might have a concern that could lead to the new articles 
being rejected to speak.  When no-one did, Ron Hughes (AJS & Matchless Owners Club) proposed the 
Special Resolution that with immediate effect the articles of association of the company dated 15 
September 1999 and the constitution adopted on 14 October 2000 be replaced with the articles of 
association and bylaws that appear on pages 2 to 14 of the booklet of which the notice of the 
meeting formed the front cover.  This was seconded by Arthur Swann (Austin Cambridge 
Westminster Car Club) and carried unopposed. 
 

The chairman declared the Special Resolution carried and announced that - in order to aid the transfer 
to the new articles - Lord Montagu of Beaulieu, John Billard, Julian Ghosh, David Hurley, Henry Lawson, 
Rosy Pugh and Mike Young had tendered their resignations with immediate effect to avoid a possible 
breach of new Article 13 during the AGM.  The remaining members of the old committee were due to 
stand down by rotation at the close of the AGM.  He added that some of those resigning or standing 
down by rotation have been nominated for election under the new system and that all new appointments 
will take effect at the close of the AGM.  



ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 
 
1. Minutes of seventh AGM 

The minutes of the AGM of the Federation of British Historic Vehicle Clubs Ltd held on 14 October 
2006 were approved.  Proposed, Baz Staple (Sunbeam Motor Cycle Club).  Seconded, Gerald 
Burridge (Classic and Historic Motor Club).  Agreed unanimously. 

 

2. Accounts for year to 31 May 2007 
The Chairman drew the meeting’s attention to the report and accounts that had been published to 
subscriber organisations during the month prior to the meeting.  There were no questions.  
Approval of the accounts was proposed by Rosie Hamilton (Morris Minor Owners Club), seconded 
by David Davies (Vintage Motor Cycle Club) and accepted unanimously. 
 

3. Appointment of Auditors 
David Holland (Brooklands Society) wondered why the auditor’s fee had doubled in the previous 
year.  The secretary explained that HW Chartered Accountants had given warning of the increase 
due to changing audit standards.  They had advised that FBHVC may be able to take advantage 
of exemptions from full audit requirements available to small businesses, which would make a 
saving on the annual audit fee.  If that happened, HW would resign as auditors and accept 
appointment as accountants, preparing the accounts for presentation to members and delivery to 
Companies House as at present. 

 

David Holland and Geoff Armitage (DKW Owners Club GB) commented about the need for proper 
supervision and professional care, especially in the light of previous experience.  Chris Hunt 
Cooke, an accountant standing for election as chairman, explained that the increase in audit fee 
was more to do with liability considerations than with the extent of the work that was undertaken.  
If FBHVC was to take advantage of the exemption, it could expect the same degree of checking 
as at present, but the accountant would save on compliance and indemnity costs.    

 

The chairman suggested a straw poll to give the new Board an indication of whether or not it 
should consider taking advantage of the exemption: all but one were in favour. 

 

Arthur Swann (Austin Cambridge Westminster Car Club) proposed that Haines Watts be 
appointed Auditors for the year to 31 May 2008 at a fee to be agreed by the Board.  This was 
seconded by Joy Davies (Steam Car Club of GB) and agreed unanimously.  

 

4. Election of Directors 
The meeting agreed to elect all uncontested candidates for election en bloc.  The chairman 
apologised for the absence of Tony Davies and invited the other unopposed candidate introduced 
themselves in turn.  Geoff Armitage (DKW Owners Club GB) proposed they should be elected.  
This was seconded by David Holland (Brooklands Society) and agree unanimously. 

 

The chairman apologised for the absence of Julian Ghosh and invited the other candidates for the 
two contested positions to introduce themselves and to outline how they proposed to tackle their 
responsibility.  The chairman then asked delegates to complete the ballot paper.  The result was 
announced later in the meeting when the new Board was declared as follows:

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5.  Report of the Directors of the Federation of British Historic Vehicle Clubs Limited  

[The chairman’s report is reproduced verbatim.  Additional reports have been summarised.] 
 

Welcome to the 2007 Annual General Meeting of the Federation, our eighth as a limited company 
and to my fifth and last report as Chairman.  I would like to start by expressing my customary 
thanks to the Rolls-Royce Enthusiasts Club and the Sir Henry Royce Memorial Foundation for the 
use of their splendid facilities.  

 

The Federation has, as usual, had a very busy year.  The main Committee and the Legislation 
Committee each met on six occasions throughout the year and, in addition, specialist working 
groups met from time to time to deal with specific issues such as the changes to the Constitution, 
forward planning and international relations.  Outwith the normal meeting cycle, individual 
committee members have also spent considerable time maintaining a presence at shows, 
exhibitions and autojumbles as well as undertaking our usual lobbying activities at Parliamentary, 
Civil Service and DVLA levels. 

 

Our relationship with the All Party Parliamentary Historic Vehicle Group continues to develop and 
to produce useful contacts not only with parliamentarians across party boundaries but within the 
various Ministries as well.   

 

One of the more recent spin-offs from this relationship has been that, as a result of contacts made 
through the Parliamentary Group, Geoff Smith, Eri Heilijgers and I have been able to instigate a 
series of meetings with the Culture Department and associated heritage organisations.  These 
meetings have been aimed at establishing the historic vehicle as an integral part of our overall 
national heritage by forging relationships with other related heritage interests. 

 

The Parliamentary group members continue to be very positive in their support of the Federation 
and as in past years, the Chairman, the Rt. Hon Greg Knight, MP joined us for our Committee 
meeting at Beaulieu, this time along with Christopher Chope, MP.  

 

Running alongside these Parliamentary activities, David Hurley and Sandy Hamilton have 
maintained our regular direct contact with the civil service, VOSA and DVLA on a range of 
legislative proposals and other matters affecting the members and their vehicles. David and Sandy 
will be saying a bit more about some of the latest issues in a few moments. 

 

Those of you who attended last year’s AGM will recall that the big news was the launch of the 
FIVA survey, managed by Geoff Smith, into the Economic and Social Impact of the historic vehicle 
in Europe.  This Federation was a major contributor to this exercise and you may recall that it was 
on this very week last year that we launched the British edition of the survey results. One of the 
key findings of the survey was the relatively small proportion of historic vehicles in the overall 
vehicle population and the even smaller proportion of their usage relating to modern vehicles. In 
European terms, historic vehicles accounted for less than 1% of vehicles and less than 0.1% of 
usage. 

 

In February this year Geoff and I had the opportunity to present the survey report to the 
Environment Directorate of the European Union at a meeting in Brussels.  As a result of the 
evidence from the survey and our discussions during that meeting, it was clear that the Directorate 
would not now regard the banning of historic vehicles as something which would make any 
significant contribution to improving pollution levels. This meeting and its outcome more than 
justified all the time and effort that went into the survey. 

 

It has to be said, however, that this is only a temporary reprieve, because as other measures 
progressively improve pollution levels, our little contribution will start to become noticeable again 
and we could then be targeted.  This is something we need to be prepared for and are already 
taking steps to include this issue in the next phase of our research programme.  
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5.  Report of the Directors (contd) 

For the moment, however, the research team is engaged in further analysis of the remaining data 
gathered in the course of the initial survey and these findings will be published shortly. 

 

Staying on the international level for a moment, the FIVA Driver’s Code which was mentioned last 
year has now been published in both electronic and hard copy formats, in numbers far exceeding 
the commitment to the European Road Safety Charter.  David Davies and the other members of 
the FIVA Legislation Commission are currently undertaking a similar exercise to produce an 
Environmental Code for historic vehicle owners and it is hoped to have this circulated by the end 
of the year. 

 

Regrettably, we were reduced from two to one seat on the FIVA board at the last General 
Assembly but the Federation does, however, continue to be actively represented on all the major 
Committees. We will do our best to recover the position at the General Assembly at the end of the 
month.  Sadly, FIVA itself suffered a major blow in April this year with the death of Richard 
Sanders, my successor as General Secretary.  Richard had established himself in that post with 
efficiency and humour and will be greatly missed by all of us connected with the organisation.  
Pending the appointment of a successor, Richard’s tasks are being handled by Peeter Henning, 
Secretary of the Belgian Federation, and myself.   

 

Nearer to home, our Newsletter has now settled into its new format and I think is now a much 
more attractive publication than its predecessors.  It also provides much more flexibility in terms of 
layout and number of pages than we have had in the past.  I am pleased to see that extracts from 
the Newsletter appear in a number of club magazines. This, combined with our regular slots in 
some of the glossy classic monthlies, is a great way to get our message out to individual 
enthusiasts.  The website is also doing its bit to get information out to the people who matter.   

 

Drive-It-Day again proved a success in getting our message out beyond our members to the 
public.  In addition to the numerous events and gatherings held all over the country, our Secretary 
had a busy time at the Royal Oak in Bishopstone where some 150 vehicles turned up in the 
course of the day. 

 

In terms of our services to member organisations, you will recall that last year we launched a new 
public liability insurance scheme for clubs.  I can now tell you that almost a third of member clubs 
have taken advantage of this scheme.  There have been communication problems, but these are 
to be addressed at a meeting due to take place later this month to ensure a smoother renewal 
process for next year. 

 

The number of clubs in the Federation continues to rise, although inevitably many of the 
newcomers are quite small. We now represent over 420 clubs and, through them, around a 
quarter of a million individual enthusiasts On the other hand, the numbers of individual supporters 
and trade members are reducing.  This is an issue we need to address if we are to avoid an 
impact on our subscription income. 

 

The key internal issue of the year has of course been the fundamental review of the articles of 
association of the Federation.  The drafting and consultation process took much time and effort to 
produce the document which we had before us earlier this morning. I am grateful to my colleagues 
on the working group, Julian Ghosh, John Billard, Mike Young and of course our Secretary for all 
their sterling work in getting us to this point.  I am grateful also to this meeting for approving the 
results of our efforts which I am sure will enable the Federation to move forward even more 
effectively and efficiently in the future.  This morning’s decision will enable the Federation to build 
on the public profile and parliamentary credibility which it has developed and nurtured in recent 
years.

As I step down as your chairman, I do so in the hope that I leave the Federation in good heart but 
in the certainty that my successor, Chris Hunt Cooke, will take the organisation forward even more 
effectively into the future.  And I am delighted to report that my predecessor, Geoff Smith, has 
been named the Meguiar’s Enthusiast of the Year for 2007 for his continuing work on behalf of us 
all. 

 

Before I ask my colleagues to talk about their activities I would just like to thank: our President, 
Lord Montagu, for his invaluable help on the Parliamentary front and for his enduring support for 
the Federation; your committee for all their time and effort throughout the year and especially 
those members standing down today, Jacqueline Bickerstaff, Rosy Pugh, John Billard and Tim 
Holt, all of whom will continue to serve on the legislation team; Sandy Hamilton who is stepping 
down after six years looking after DVLA liaison, and the candidates disappointed in the recent 
election whom I know will all continue to make their knowledge and experience available as 
required; our secretary, Jim Whyman, for all his efforts of our behalf - and you for your continued 
support of the Federation.  Thank you all. 

 

The chairman invited David Hurley to report on the work of the Legislation Committee. 
 

Rather than comment on any of the detail legislation work over the last year (which had all been 
reported in the Newsletter) David Hurley said he wanted to highlight two potential dilemmas for the 
historic vehicle movement: the first was the clearly defined, and fixed, historic vehicle taxation 
class.  It was well known it was FBHVC policy to seek a return to a rolling date for the Vehicle 
Excise Duty concession, but David said he was beginning to feel it might be better for FBHVC to 
seek to do away with the concession (and thus the clearly defined class) altogether because the 
historic vehicle taxation class provided legislators with an established and easily referenced group 
not only for all concessionary purposes, but perhaps (in the future) for restrictions.  An example 
was the exemption from the London Low Emission Zone.  The initial consultation had referred to 
exempting vehicles over 25 years old on a rolling basis, with the consequence that FBHVC 
expressed itself happy with that element of the proposal.  When the regulations were published 
post-consultation, the exemption had been changed to match the historic vehicle taxation 
category, which is something FBHVC would have objected to.   
 

The other dilemma was whether or not to point out errors in drafting regulations that might leave at 
least a temporary advantage for historic vehicle users.  An example, that had caused considerable 
heart searching, was the  proposal for emissions related charges for the central London 
congestion charging zone.  The public pronouncements said this would affect all cars over 3-litres, 
but FBHVC had spotted that the regulations were worded in such a way that only vehicles that had 
been type approved would be affected by the higher charge, thus leaving most historics at the 
standard rate, whatever their capacity.  The danger of pointing it out would be the loss of the 
advantage, while the problem with not pointing it out was that someone else probably would and 
FBHVC credibility could suffer.  It had eventually been decided to point this particular error out, but 
to seek to turn it to FBHVC advantage by suggesting it was right to treat all vehicles as standard 
rated vehicles, whatever their capacity.    
 

The chairman asked Sandy Hamilton to outline work with DVLA. 
 

Sandy Hamilton reported that FBHVC had attended two liaison meetings at DVLA, discussing a 
very full agenda on each occasion.  He highlighted some of the problems that FBHVC had tried to 
resolve, especially in respect of the V765 scheme for the recovery of ‘lost’ registrations where it 
could save an immense amount of time if applicants were to check if the registration number being 
claimed was on the record, and it was worth noting that not all records were immediately available 
to staff at the DVLA call centre or at local offices because some records that had been inactive for 
several years during the 1980s were stored in a subsidiary file.  The  
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5.  Report of the Directors (contd) 
correct way to recover such number is by submitting a V62.  The subsidiary file has also caused 
problems for those submitting a V5 for conversion to a V5C. 
 

The change to a dedicated team for V765 applications has produced positive feedback.  Non-
standard documentation will no longer be rejected out of hand, but any such case will need a 
reasoned argument and logical connection to demonstrate why it should succeed. Some 
otherwise straightforward applications have been referred for a Local Office inspection and have 
then foundered due to ID queries or lack of relevant experience by the Inspector.  These cases 
are usually due to a pre-1983 ‘notification’ by a keeper to protect the registration mark.  Such 
protected marks are transferable and to prevent fraud Swansea insists on an inspection.   
 

Some members have reported problems with electronic vehicle licensing of historic vehicles.  The 
problem relates to changes in the way the DVLA database has been structured over the years.  
The EVL process requires a clear date of first use to enable the system to decide whether or not 
to look for an MoT.  At present, if no such date appears in the appropriate place, EVL is not 
possible.  The date can be inserted on confirmation of year of manufacture from an acceptable 
source of such information, but the underlying problem is a glitch in the system that fails to 
recognise that a vehicle cannot be younger than its date of first registration, but because it affects 
only a tiny proportion of active registration records, it is unlikely to be cost effective for DVLA to 
resolve it. Problems still arise as a result of people failing to check that the identification marks on 
their vehicles match those on their registration records and vice versa.   
 

The chairman thanked his colleagues for their reports and, promising that there would be a 
general question and answer session immediately after a lunch break, invited any questions or 
comments that might affect the acceptance of the Directors’ report.  There were none.   
 

Ron Hughes (AJS & Matchless O C) proposed acceptance of the directors’ reports.  This was 
seconded by Arthur Swann (Austin Cambridge Westminster C C) and approved unanimously. 
 

Derek Grossmark thanked the chairman on behalf of all present and closed the meeting at 1252.

Derek Grossmark made two presentations - a gavel to The Hunt House on behalf of FBHVC in 
appreciation of hosting general meetings over many years and an inscribed brandy decanter from 
the outgoing committee to Andrew Burt to mark his five year period of office as chairman.

Informal comments, questions and answers 
Prior to the afternoon conference session, Andrew Burt first asked Tony Davies (who had not 
been available during the morning session) to introduce himself as the newly elected director 
responsible for liaison with traders and then invited questions and comments from the meeting.   
 

Romer Adams (Austin Counties Car Club) expressed sympathy with David Hurley in respect of the 
dilemma over the Vehicle Excise Duty concession for older vehicles: he could see the danger of 
possible future restrictions being linked to the concession. 
 

Andrew McAdam (Association of Rootes Car Clubs) commented on DVLA’s refusal to amend the 
date of first registration of a Hillman despite clear evidence from an original log-book.  Sandy 
Hamilton explained that if a registration had been “lost” and subsequently recovered under the 
V765 scheme, the date of first registration would be the date on which the registration was re-
allocated because that is the first date on which that registration is recorded on the DVLA 
computer.  The notes on the registration document, however, should state something to the effect 
that the car was declared first used in 1958 (or whatever the appropriate year was).  



REPORT ON THE FBHVC CONFERENCE HELD ON SATURDAY 13 OCTOBER 2007 
AT THE HUNT HOUSE, PAULERSPURY, NORTHAMPTONSHIRE.

Start ’em young! 
 

David Davies introduced Henry Lawson, elected earlier as FBHVC’s director for communications. 
 

Using PowerPoint illustrations, Henry Lawson explained that following his election to the committee in 
2006, he had been asked to consider what might be done to reverse the trend towards an ever older 
historic vehicle movement by encouraging younger people to take a greater interest and to participate. 
 

The aging trend had been highlighted by the 2006 survey of the historic vehicle movement where 
virtually half of all respondents had been over 60, and only 6% had been under 40.  The same survey 
had, however, shown a far more optimistic age distribution when it came to looking at those employed 
by specialists providing services to the historic vehicle movement with over 50% of those employed in 
the sector being under 45. 
 

Most people interested in old vehicles can trace their enthusiasm back to childhood, but childhood 
enthusiasms are often halted by life experiences before they can fully develop.  To exacerbate the 
problem, today’s young people have many more activities (if that’s the right way to describe sitting at a 
screen) available to them than was the case 20 years ago, so they have less time to develop and focus 
on any one interest.  Then, for young adults, there are formidable barriers to classic vehicle ownership, 
such as cost and difficulty of insurance.   
 

Connecting to children and teenagers to foster and encourage the first glimmerings of interest will not 
only help provide the enthusiasts of the future, but is also an effective way of connecting to all today’s 
under 40s as children tend to drag their parents into their interests and activities.  Connecting to children 
needs some subtlety and it is certainly no good treating all ages of children the same.  The youngest 
children, say up to eight, tend to be frightened by loud noise and frenetic activity - the sort of thing likely 
to appeal to them are static shows where they can relate to the shapes on which the friendly faced, cute 
cartoon depictions of old cars and lorries come, from while those in the 8 to 13 bracket are more likely to 
be interested in putting things into context, they are interested in how things have changed and why they 
have changed, and like to experience in the flesh what they see in films, in books, on the internet: 
they’ve seen the image and are keen feel, smell and hear what goes with it - they’re likely to be 
interested in rides in old vehicles, the opportunity to open doors and look inside, to understand how 
things work.  Older teenagers want excitement and are more interested in competitive events than static 
shows.  Peer pressure begins to exert its influence and language becomes important, with words like 
vintage, veteran, historic being dismissed as boring, while others like supercar, musclecar, 4 x 4, 
convertible, limo (which are considered ‘cool’) attract attention. 
 

Henry concluded his presentation by saying that many clubs saw Health and Safety regulations, child 
protection issues, insurance and even resistance from members as obstacles to events and activities 
specifically aimed at youngsters, but these could be overcome with diligence and he hoped that the 
experience of several clubs that have been putting these ideas into practice very effectively might 
encourage others to follow suit.  He invited Kevin and Elaine Munn from the National Traction Engine’s 
Trust, Rosy Pugh from the TR Register and David Davies from the Vintage Motor Cycle Club to explain 
what their respective organisations have been doing. 
 

Kevin and Elaine Munn gave a power point presentation to explain that the Steam Apprentice Club 
catered for all ages under 21, and provided members with a thorough grounding in operating steam 
engines from the inevitable polishing and oiling through to full operation.  The scheme has the full 
backing and financial support from NTET and many NTET members make their engines available for 
use at the regular SAC days that happen in various parts of the country.  The training is logged, and the 
youngsters are tested to qualify for a certificate of competence.  The programme of training hinges very 
much on what the SAC members themselves want to do and to learn - it’s important to listen rather than 
dictate.  There are insurance, Health and Safety and Child Protection considerations to be taken in to 
account, but these are by no means insurmountable hurdles.  Over the years, NTET and SAC have 
developed the requisite policies and carefully adhere to them.  Kevin and Elaine closed their 



presentation by saying that copies of their Child Protection Policy could be made available through 
FBHVC clubs, provided full credit was given to SAC and NTET. 
 

David Davies said the VMCC hired the Curborough sprint course to run training days once or twice a 
year using machines of modest power to give young riders an opportunity to ride older motorcycles in 
controlled conditions and with expert tuition.  
 

Rosy Pugh said the TR scheme operated on the very simple philosophy that one would always 
remember the first car one drove, and if the first car was a TR, there would always be a soft spot for 
TRs in the youngster’s heart.  Consequently, the TR Register reserved an area at their annual event 
where pre-licence youngsters could be given the opportunity to drive members’ cars.  This had been 
happening for several years and was proving most successful.  Members, of course, ran a risk in 
making their cars available for this activity, but no-one had yet regretted doing so. 
 

At the close of the presentations, David Davies invited questions and comments. 
Aubrey Morris (Rudge Enthusiasts Club) commented that the difficulty of obtaining insurance for 
younger riders and drivers was probably the biggest hurdle to capturing the interest of the young.  He 
suggested that FBHVC should try to make it easier to add youngsters to existing policies, perhaps by 
limiting cover to occasions while the younger driver is under supervision of the policy holder. 
 

Garry Samsa (Austin A30/A35 Owners Club) concurred, remarking that it was difficult enough for 
younger drivers to obtain cover for modest modern vehicles, but there seemed to be a bigger stumbling 
block for classics of any kind. 
 

Peter Best (MG Car Club) said that he ran a brokerage specialising in cover for classic cars and had 
been working on a club scheme to overcome some of these problems that would at least help for sons 
and daughters of existing limited mileage policy holders who would have to have at least a year of 
driving behind them before being allowed out on their own.  He went on to comment on situations that 
might be difficult to cover, remarking that statistics showed that when two brothers under 25 were 
involved with the same car, the risk of accident increased as they tended to compete with each other. 
 

Andrew McAdam (Association of Rootes Car Car Clubs) said he had found considerable interest when 
he had introduced Scout groups to working on old cars, a point echoed by David Pedder (Wessex 
Vehicle Preservation Club) who had found much the same in his work with youth clubs. 
 

Clive Talbot (Sentinel Drivers Club) remarked that his club needed to change its constitution to allow 
under 18s to join, but was concerned that for a small club there might be problems appointing a child 
protection officer to comply with relevant legislation. 
 

Jason Barnes (Ford Anglia 105E Owners Club) wondered at what level of activity a club needed to have 
a child protection policy and to appoint a child protection officer.   
 

Chris Hopkins (Lancia Motor Club) commented that he had recently attended a local council course on 
child protection issues which had provided a good background against which to base a child protection 
policy and he felt that local authorities would generally be willing and able to provide local clubs with 
relevant advice. 
 

Ken Johnson (Morris Register) said that in Nottinghamshire it seemed that all event organisers were 
expected to have a child protection policy whether or not children were admitted unaccompanied.

He 
reminded everyone that the NTET’s Steam Apprentice Club’s Child Protection Policy would be available 
from FBHVC providing full credit to NTET SAC was given and thanked Kevin Munn for making this 
possible.
