Edited Highlights from FBHVC News Issue 6/2021
During the AGM, held in October two of our member clubs (Morris Commercial Club & Mercedes-Benz Club) requested FBHVC News be available in a handier ‘bitesize’ format, as some articles can be too large to publish in club magazines.

In case of doubt the definitive version is that published in the magazine.
Future of Transport Regulatory Review
The issue by DfT of a consultation document entitled ‘Future of Transport Regulatory Review’ caused some concern in the historic vehicle community and in some sections of the specialised press, although careful perusal by the Federation legislation team suggested that this was intended to apply to future new vehicles. As a benefit of the Federation’s long-standing working relationship with DfT we are regarded as a key stakeholder and enjoy direct communication with them and have received a written statement that there is no intention to prevent legitimate motorsport activities, restoration, repairs or legitimate improvements to vehicles, such as classic cars or motorbikes or to negatively impact businesses involved in these activities. The wording of the consultation has been amended to reflect that position. In addition to this correspondence the Federation has also submitted a formal response to the relevant parts of the consultation. We will, of course, closely watch the development of this legislation to ensure our interests are protected.

Clean Air Zones/Low Emission Zones
As projected CAZ/LEZ are gradually introduced, or in the case of London, extended and further new zones proposed, FBHVC watches closely to ensure that the agreed exemptions for historic vehicles are honoured. We are pleased to report that this is universally the case and that some towns or cities have made extra concessions for younger vehicles in particular circumstances.   Although the details differ the same recognition of exemptions is being applied in Scotland.
Other legislative topics include updates on the ongoing topics of Selling of Historic Vehicle Parts, Quiet Lanes and Vnuk Case Insurance Implications
DVLA Historic Vehicle User Group
Following a letter from David Whale to DVLA CEO Julie Lennard earlier in the year DVLA Corporate Services have now established this user group to include such organisations as The Association of Old Vehicle Clubs of Northern Ireland (our equivalent in Northern Ireland), the RAC and the Federation. The group will meet on a quarterly basis. Although much of the first meeting was necessarily taken up with introductions, agreement of terms of reference and similar procedural matters the Federation was able to raise some long-standing issues which have not previously received a sympathetic hearing.
DVLA Service
DVLA are still operating with restrictions on the number of staff allowed in the office and quite properly are concentrating their efforts on the backlog of driving licence applications. As a result although online activities generally continue to work well some paper applications are suffering delays. It also appears that a few decisions on historic vehicle registration are not following established practice. Notwithstanding the new User Group (see elsewhere) the Federation retains the ability to query such issues individually and will do so. However in the present situation this is unlikely to be a rapid process and patience is requested.
Drive It Day 2022 in Support of Childline
The Federation is delighted to confirm that Drive It Day/Ride it Day will be on 24 April 2022, and once again be in support of Childline.
